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Carbon County continues to create jobs but faces strong headwinds. September registered gains for the professional/business services,
construction, and education health/social services sectors. However, these gains were offset by losses in the mining sector and associated
industries. In addition, the loss of mining jobs in neighboring Emery County has driven up the area’s unemployment rate (which is calculated
based on where people live rather than where they work) when compared to 2014. Carbon County’s construction permitting activity is up due to
the construction of a county facility in Price. Growth in sales tax revenue was slightly negative.

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Total construction-permitted values were up 44 percent due to an increase in the value of nonresidential permits. As noted above,
this is due to the construction of a government facility.

There have been nine new home building construction permits issued in 2015. However, nonresidential construction is up 76 percent.

Between the first two quarters of 2014 and 2015, gross taxable sales declined by 7.3 percent.

A steep decrease in taxable business expenditures led decreases in other areas.
